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Abstract

This study aims to observe and follow the development of the concept of
vulnerability in the writings of Judith Butler from the early 2000's. First appearing
together in 2004 are the essays "Precarious Life" and "Violence, Mourning, Politics" in
Precarious Life, and later Giving an Account of Oneself which was published shortly

after, in 2005.

Discourse has proliferated on these writings of Butler, referring to the
problematic notion of vulnerability that she presents: portraying it as an analytical
concept, suggesting ethical and political aspects minimizing the inherent connection of
vulnerability to violence. In this study | argue that in viewing vulnerability as an
analytical concept, it is indeed important to recognize its connection to violence but not
to let the discussion be confined by this. As a result, a key element to this inquiry is
the inherent ambivalent character of vulnerability; vulnerability reflects the exposure
of the body to harm and death, yet contains a transformative potential. Vulnerability
can transform one's sense of agency as well as human corporeality and performativity.
Thus my concern is not to answer specifically to this claim, but to comprehend, despite
these seemingly problematic features, the continuous development of the notion of
vulnerability in the feminist field.

Mainly within the feminist field, I argue that the discourse points to the political
and ethical aspects of vulnerability, forming an opposition to the neo-liberal view —
confining vulnerability to the space of overcoming or denying it, based on the false
perception of the autonomy of the subject. Following this discussion, I consider how
vulnerability as a concept has become an essential element in the discussion of

resistance.



The main argument in this study suggests that to understand the political and
ethical aspects of a notion that previously seemed to reside only in the space of denial
or overcoming, one has to start by observing the different theoretical layers that Butler
has engaged with in her attempt to constitute a theoretical concept of vulnerability.

The way Butler develops a concept of vulnerability with political and ethical
elements demonstrates, | argue, its contribution to the ability of imagining a social
future which is based on the politicizing of one the most basic conditions of human
existence, vulnerability, and thus moving away from framings of human existence
based on oppressing social norms.

This inquiry of the concept of vulnerability is divided into three main parts:
review of various readings of post-9/11 Butler two essays from Precarious Life and
Giving an Account of Oneself; analysis of vulnerability through a reading of Butler; and
addressing Butler's theoretical echoes in the feminist philosophy continuing to develop
the ethical and political aspects of vulnerability.

In the review in chapter 1, | address the different readings of Butler's post-9/11
writings. In doing so, | argue that these observations may serve this work as a guide to
understanding the different elements that correspond with the concept of vulnerability,
such as the political, ethical, and ontological elements, as well as the ambiguity
surrounding vulnerability as a theoretical concept. Additionally in this chapter I discuss
the complexities that feminist discourse argue arise in Butler's theory of vulnerability:
| refer to the importance of acknowledging the problematic aspects of vulnerability —
focusing on its link to violence and its unequal distribution between populations — in
order to prevent the idealization of vulnerability as an ethical and political tool that
supposedly assures change. In fact, being a basic condition of human life, vulnerability

should be handled in the theoretical field with much caution.



The following chapters, Chapter Il and Chapter 111 present the core of the
discussion. In these chapters | suggest a two-layered reading of Butler. One layer of
reading focuses on the roots of Butler's analysis of vulnerability as a political and ethical
concept. The second layer of reading suggests a methodological aspect in Butler's
analysis that intentionally induces in the readers the beginning of an ethical and political
examination.

Throughout these chapters, | delve into Butler's questioning on the meaning of
our deep precarity as human beings: precarity of the conditions of human existence and
therefore in the emergence of the subject; and the state of precarity in relation to the
Other. In general, | argue that in Butler's approaches to vulnerability, she passes through
what seems to be different angles of the same theoretical thought. What starts with the
meaning of loss and grief in Precarious Life calls attention to those who are ungrievable
— meaning they are much more vulnerable to the possibility of being unrecognized as
humans and so their death isn’t framed as a loss. This, | claim, leads to the discussion
of the Other and the normative frames that blind us from seeing their suffering and
prevents recognition. The outrage to this conclusion is political, but the understanding
of its process and its implication on the subject is ethical. Chapter Il, as mentioned
above, follows this assumption and addresses Giving an Account of Oneself in which
Butler asks: given one's vulnerability to norms and assuming the conditions to the
making of a subject are not entirely our own — is it possible to give an ethical account
of oneself before the Other? Although Butler does not mention vulnerability directly, |
argue in this chapter that the questioning of the emergence of the subject and the ability
to give an account of oneself, is part of the understanding of vulnerability as concept.
Furthermore, it leads to what enables the potential of mobilizing vulnerability to induce

transformation of the sense of agency. | demonstrate the importance of the question of



the subject in this way as a central key to Butler's development of vulnerability as a
theoretical platform.

Chapter IV constitutes the final part of the discussion, seeking to exemplify
the significant effect Butler's theorization of vulnerability brought upon the feminist
discourse. Here 1 show how the concept of vulnerability continues to develop, centering
on giving an answer to Butler's call to deconstruct the binary opposition between
vulnerability and agency. In my view, this project that Butler herself continues working
on can be seen in other contemporary feminist philosophers. Therefore, in this chapter
| examine two writers — Moya Lloyd and Miri Rozmarin — that | posit set an example
for developing Butler's concept of vulnerability without withholding of its complexities
and setbacks. | start by discussing Lloyd's work on the meaning of vulnerability through
corporeality and performativity, and then engage with Rozmarin's work on the
importance of understanding the subject through relationality, in order to assess the
transformative potential of vulnerability. In comparing the two scholars | show how
indispensable the two levels are: the political existence of the body, and the subject.
Both Lloyd and Rozmarin attempt to ground vulnerability as an ethical and political
concept that has the ability to set an alternative to the neo-liberal interpretation of the
reality of being. In this chapter | examine the ongoing impact the notion of vulnerability
has on feminist discourse and minority activism.

I hope this inquiry will set a good example of a reading that seeks to understand
the development of an analysis by theoretical arguments but also by engaging the reader
to take part and be implicated politically and ethically. Furthermore, my work points to
the importance of feminist discourse not avoiding concepts that are problematic,
especially if they have universal features. As challenging as it can be to discuss basic

human elements of existence, they nevertheless should be discussed, especially ones as



elusive as vulnerability. This is even more important when observing minority activism,
in which vulnerability appears at the center of the discourse of resistance. In many

ways, activism has anticipated Butler's theory on the concept of vulnerability.
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
